For the half-year ended 31 December 2016, the Group recorded a profit from continuing operations of $446,165
as opposed to a profit of $61,907 in the period ended 31 December 2015. The Group also incurred net cash
outflows from operating activities of $225,805 for the half-year ended 31 December 2016 (outflow of $572,144
for the half-year ended 31 December 2015). As at 31 December 2016, the Group’s current liabilities exceeded its
current assets by $25,752 as opposed to current liabilities exceeding current assets by $515,408 as at 30 June
2016 and improvement of $489,656 in the six month period. The half-year financial report has been prepared on
the going concern basis of accounting, which assumes, the continuity of normal business activities and the
realisation of assets and settlement of liabilities in the ordinary course of business.

In relation to the Directors’ assessment of the ability of the Group to continue as a going concern, and therefore,
the basis of preparation of this financial report, the directors have considered the following:

o The Directors have reviewed the cash flow forecasts for the Group and believe that there will be sufficient
cash inflows and facilities available to enable the Group to fund its operations for at least 12 months from the
date these financial statements have been approved;

e Management has forecasted to generate a profit for the year ended 30 June 2017;

e The Group has a strong pipeline of sales; and

e The Group has met and exceeded all of its loan covenants, including those in relation to facilities provided by
THN Capital Services Pty Ltd, a related party of the Group.. The Directors expect that the Group’s improved
profitability and cash flows will enable it to continue to meet its loan covenants, thereby providing ongoing
access to finance facilities, which will enable the Group to meet its trading obligations and to generate
positive cash from operations.

The Directors have concluded that it is appropriate to prepare the financial report on a going concern basis, as
they are confident the Group will be able to pay its debts as and when they become due and payable through
positive cash flows from operations and finance facilities and that it will return to profitability on a sustainable
basis. Accordingly, no adjustments have been made to the financial statements relating to the recoverability and
classification of recorded asset amounts or to the amounts and classification of liabilities that might be necessary
should the Group not continue as a going concern.
